A COMMISSION RESOLUTION 

Certifying the names of candidates who have met the requirements of law to be placed 

on the ballot for the November 4, 2014 General Election. 

 WHEREAS, the Commonwealth Election Law provides that individuals seeking 

election to Commonwealth offices must meet certain qualifications and requirements; and 

 WHEREAS, the Title 1 Division 6 of the Commonwealth Code gives to the 

Commonwealth Election Commission the duty to ensure that individuals meet these 

qualifications and requirements before their names are placed on the ballot; and 

 WHEREAS, the Executive Director of the Commonwealth Election Commission has 

reviewed the petitions nominating individuals as candidates for the November 4, 2014 General 

Election; and 

 WHEREAS, the Executive Director of the Commonwealth Election Commission 

recommends that the names of individuals listed in Attachment A of this Resolution be certified 

as having met the requirements as set forth in Title 1 Division 6 of the Commonwealth Code for 

nominations as candidates; now, therefore 

 BE IT RESOLVED that the Commonwealth Election Commission hereby duly certify 

the names of individuals listed in attachment A of this resolution as having met the requirements 

set by Commonwealth statute for nomination as candidates; and 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Executive Director is hereby directed to place 

on the ballot for the November 4, 2014 General Election the names of the individuals listed in 

Attachment A of this resolution; and 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Acting Chairman shall certify, and the 

Executive Director shall attest thereto, the adoption of this resolution by the Commonwealth 

Election Commission on the 13th day of August, 2014; and 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that certified copies of this resolution shall be 

transmitted to the Governor of the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, the 

Director of Personnel, the Secretary of Finance, the Attorney General and the Public Auditor.
